Second Chance at Life, together with the Michigan Donor Family Council (MDFC), is holding a fundraiser to promote organ donation.  


Last year in Michigan, 862 lives were saved by 289 donors, and over the past 10 years, more than 10,000 Michigan patients received the "Gift of Life". However, more than 3,000 people in Michigan are still waiting for a life saving transplant.  Every day in the United States an average of 16 people die waiting for a life-saving transplant. One donor can save up to 8 lives and enhance the lives of up to 50 people.


Second Chance at Life, a transplant recipient group, was founded in 2008 by Shelly Morell and her mother, lung recipient, Carol Mancini. Second Chance at Life provides financial assistance to transplant patients who are both waiting for a transplant but also receiving or recovering from one. Additionally, they provide financial support to transplant patients who cannot afford prescriptions and other medical costs or necessities during and/or after a transplant. Second Chance is supported by a board dedicated to working together to improve the quality of life for transplant patients. 


The MDFC, established in May 2004, consists of donor families, a transplant recipient, and Gift of Life and Michigan Eye-Bank employees who have first-hand experience with organ, eye and tissue donation. The donor families on the board made a decision in the darkest hour of their lives to donate their loved ones organs which saved and enhanced many other lives. The MDFC dedicates their time and resources to support donor families and the transplant community, as well as engage in public speaking events to encourage individuals to consider organ donation. 


Both Second Chance at Life and the MDFC work to increase organ donation awareness, encourage individuals to consider organ donation, and support research to improve treatment and care for transplant patients.
